See the 

somewhat eccentric Kinloch Castle 

and walk the nature trail, a beautiful 

area of wild fl owers and typical 

Scottish island scenery. This lovely 

island is also a bird watcher’s paradise. 

Sail during lunch to Skye and the 

majestic Loch Scavaig and the Cuillins 

mountains. These magnifi cent 

mountains form a dramatic backdrop 

to the freshwater loch.

Day 7 - Staffa & Iona. This morning 

cruise past the cliffs and caves of 

Staffa, whose magic inspired both 

Mendelssohn and Turner. If sea 

conditions allow, we will explore the 

caves further with our Zodiacs. This 

afternoon we will visit Iona which for 

more than a 1000 years has been a 

place of deep spiritual signifi cance. St 

Columba came here from Ireland in 

563 AD and early Christianity spread
